The P990i has multiple text input methods enabling it to support all users’ needs and preferences. Writing e-mails is made easier by the new hardware keyboard positioned beneath the flip-down keypad on the main body of the phone. Reading them is made simpler on the large 2.8 inch QVGA touch screen. Multi tasking – being able to browse the Internet, send and receive files at the same time as talking – is now possible due to the enhanced capabilities of its Symbian software platform.

Memory has been extended in order to handle all multi-media downloads and e-mail attachments. Memory Stick PRO Duo up to 4GB will be available in the market at launch and the P990i now has up to 80 MB user free memory. A 64 MB Memory Stick PRO Duo is included in the box preloaded with a VPN client and trial version of a virus scan package.

Other new features include automatic time zone change to the Calendar diary and updated PC sync software with extended synchronization possibilities.

Additionally the 2 Megapixel camera with autofocus, digital zoom, photo light plus the bright TFT screen and video recording provide a high quality imaging experience.

The P990i is set to debut in the market in the second quarter of next year. But judging from the pre-release buzz, expect the P990i to be a best-seller next year.

Sony Ericsson will also be showcasing its latest series of PC Cards during the summit. Designed to enhance wireless communication accessibility, Sony Ericsson’s latest range of PC cards provides powerful solutions for access to the internet, intranet, email and corporate network whether at work, at home or on the road. 
“PC Cards are revolutionizing the future of office work through wireless tools that will change the face of offices and give workers the freedom to be productive wherever and whenever they choose,” explained El-Assi. “Our PC Cards come in response to this change. PC Cards slot neatly into the side of laptops and provide instant data access via mobile networks that now cover every corner of the world. Laptop users can now be as globally mobile as possible.
